	一、為鼓勵國立成功大學(以下簡稱本校) 製造資訊與系統研究所（以下簡稱本所）學生積極參與國內外各類學術性競賽，以提升學術研究水平並爭取榮譽，特訂定本要點。
二、申請對象：本所在籍學生及畢業生。
三、申請條件：
   （一）申請人參加競賽時須具備本所學籍身份。
    （二）每件獲獎作品僅能申請本獎勵一次，不得重複申請。
    （三）如屬多人共同獲獎，應由全體獲獎者共同提出一案申請，不得個別申請。
四、獎勵方式：每位申請者核發新台幣1,000元至10,000元不等之獎勵金，實際金額由所長依可用經費及競賽規模與獲獎等級核定。
五、申請程序：請備齊申請表、獲獎證明等文件，並於取得獲獎證明後一個月內提出申請。
六、經費來源：本要點所訂獎勵金由本校「高教深耕計畫經費」或本所其他經費支應。
七、本要點如有疑義，由所務會議負責解釋與裁定。
八、本要點經所務會議通過後實施，日後修訂亦同。

Guidelines for Rewards for Students of the Institute of Manufacturing Information and Systems Participating in Academic Competitions
Approved by the Institute Affairs Meeting on June 5, 2025
 
1.  These guidelines are established to encourage students of the Institute of Manufacturing Information and Systems (hereinafter referred to as "the Institute") at National Cheng Kung University (hereinafter referred to as "the University") to actively participate in various academic competitions both domestically and internationally, with the aim of enhancing academic research standards and bringing honor to the Institute.
2.  Eligibility: Current students and graduates of the Institute.
3.  Application Requirements:
(1)   Applicants must be enrolled in the Institute at the time of participation in the competition.
(2)   Each awarded work is eligible for the incentive only once; duplicate applications for the same achievement are not allowed.
(3)   For awards received by multiple participants, a joint application must be submitted by all awardees. Individual applications will not be accepted.
4.  Reward Method: Each eligible applicant will be granted a monetary award ranging from NT$1,000 to NT$10,000. The exact amount will be determined by the Director of the Institute based on the availability of funds, the scale of the competition, and the level of the award received.
5.  Application Procedure: Applicants must submit a completed application form, proof of award, and other relevant documents. Applications should be submitted within one month after receiving the award certificate. Late submissions will not be accepted.
6.   Funding Source: The incentives outlined in these guidelines shall be funded by the University’s "Higher Education Sprout Project" or other Institute-designated funds.
7.    Any doubts or disputes regarding the interpretation of these guidelines shall be resolved by the Institute Affairs Meeting.
8.  These guidelines shall take effect upon approval by the Institute Affairs Meeting. The same procedure applies to any future amendments.
These regulations were translated from the original Chinese. In the event of any discrepancies between the two versions, the Chinese always takes precedence.
