Guidelines for Subsidizing Students’ Participation in English
Proficiency Tests

Article 1 — Purpose

To enhance students’ international competency and encourage participation
in foreign language proficiency examinations, the Institute of
Manufacturing Information and Systems (hereinafter referred to as “the
Institute™) establishes these guidelines.

Article 2 — Funding Sources

The subsidies shall be funded by the University’s Higher Education Sprout
Project budget, the Institute’s administrative funds, operational funds, or
scholarships.

Article 3 — Eligibility
Students currently enrolled in the Institute who pass an approved foreign
language proficiency test and obtain an official certificate.

Article 4 — Eligible Tests
Subsidies apply to the following examinations:

« General English Proficiency Test (GEPT)

« Foreign Language Proficiency Test (FLPT)

« BESTEP English Proficiency Test

o College Student English Proficiency Test (CSEPT)

« Cambridge Main Suite Examinations(BULATS)

« Business Language Testing Service (BULATS)
« TOEIC, TOEFL, IELTS

Article 5 — Subsidy Standards
Students may apply for subsidies upon presenting proof of passing the
examination:

« NT$2,000 for passing an intermediate-high level or equivalent level
« NT$8,000 for passing an advanced level or equivalent level



Article 6 — Application Deadline
Students must submit the required documents to the Institute Office at least
one month before applying for their thesis/dissertation oral examination.

Article 7 — Required Documents
Applicants must provide the following:

1. Examination fee receipt (official receipt issued by the organizing
institution)

2. A copy of the official certificate or other proof of passing

3. Subsidy Application Form

Article 8
These guidelines shall be implemented upon approval by the Institute
Affairs Meeting. Amendments shall follow the same procedure.
